Communities require various amounts of start up funding in order to make initial investigations and carry out preparatory to get affordable housing schemes off the ground.  This may initially require a few hundred pounds to pay for a housing needs survey, or visit other schemes, and eventually require up to £30,000 to cover the normal list of preliminary costs covering legal set up, site surveys, consultant support for pre-planning discussions, architect design & layout work, business planning and eventual planning application fees.
Social Housing Grant from the new Homes & Communities Agency (HCA)
The Northumberland Development Trust Association is pioneering methodology with the HCA to provide grant to CLTs. The NE HCA and Three Rivers HA are working closely with Holy Island CLT which already has a grant allocation. The protocol is likely to comprise a Memorandum of Understanding to describe the partnership between the Trust, the RSL, and the HCA, a community friendly form of registration with the TSA, and a Service Level Agreement between the Trust and partner RSL to stand in the place of a housing management accreditation.

Housing Associations

Housing Associations are the established providers of affordable housing who have extensive development expertise and access to grant funding (above), lending at preferential rates, and land opportunities. For these reasons CLT schemes often have Housing Association partners to help them to deliver their aims (examples at www.crht.org.uk powerpoint).

Local Authorities

Local Authorities want to support community initiatives and improve affordable housing delivery and may therefore be willing to consider giving grants or making loans at preferential rates from capital spending programmes, second homes council tax receipts, or Housing & Planning Delivery Grant reward grant. Subsidy can also be provided in the form of land or asset transfer. Local Authorities often own land on behalf of their communities, which the Quirk Review, supported by Government, confirmed should be considered for transfer into community ownership. CLTs provide an ideal vehicle to achieve this. These possibilities can be explored with your Councillors and LA Officers.
The National CLT Facilitation Fund
3 component funds totalling £2m administered by the Tudor Trust, the Esmee Fairbairn Foundation and Venturesome to provide feasibility overview, technical support and development finance as follows:

The Feasibility Fund (Grant)

The Investment Fund (Loans)

Cumbria CLT Revolving Loan Fund

Funds have so far been committed by The Lake District National Park Authority and South Lakeland District Council and it is hoped that other LAs may also contribute. The intention is for loans to be made available at low cost, being repaid as schemes are completed through the sale of part ownership or rental income, to be revolved to assist further communities. Advances would be made where conditions such as planning support are favourable. Where it may not be possible for a scheme to progress loans would be written off. Contact Andy at CRHT for updates.
